The second series of books, The On-Going Struggle, volume one missed the scheduled August release date.  The book is currently at the publisher undergoing the final internal design and review.
Four new seminars were developed in 2011.

· 501.c(3) Status:
Notification that the 501.c3 designation had been recinded was received on November 14, 2011.  The reason for the action was failure to file tax form for the short year of 2007.  The designation, although granted in 2008, was retroactive to August, 2007.  Donations made after November 14, 2011 are not tax deductible.

· Ministry Services (Seminars, Worship, Bible Study, Prayer, Communion)
Huron Valley Women’s Facility:
16 services of worship, Bible study and seminars were provided.  16 communion services were provided.  Attendance ranged from 50 to 65 for Bible Study and seminars, and from 98 to 125 for worship services.  A total of 4 confessed Christ, and 10 came forth for prayer and restoration.
Ryan Men’s Facility:
18 worship and Bible studies were conducted.  The average attendance was 25 and the range was from 20 to 30.

Wayne County Jail (Division II), Men’s facility:
21 services of worship and Bible study were conducted.  The services are cell to cell services.  Total attendance per cell, ranged from 2 to 8.  New converts and  those seeking restoration was 15.

Durbin Women’ South Africa:
There was one visit, and 35 were in attendance.  Six (6) confessed Christ.

Pretoria Women’s Central Facility, South Africa:
There was one visit, with 40 in attendance, and six received Christ.

Central Michigan (Formerly Mid-Michigan) Men’s Facility:
There were four (4) morning worship services provided in the absence of the Chaplain.  Average attendance was 55, and two confessed Christ.
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MaComb County Jail, Detained women:

There were nine visits which provided 18 Bible studies and 18 worship services.

The average attendance was 19 per service.  There were three (3), who confessed Christ, and three (3) who came forth for restoration.

Milan Men’s Correctional Facility:
There were twelve (12) visits for seminars, and worship services.  The attendance ranged from 18 to 45.

Youth Detention Center:

There were 12 visits (24 sessions).  Services included Bible study, prayer, and Arts and Crafts.

St. Louis Men’s Facility:
There were four visits which included 12 worship services and 12 Communion services.  The range in attendance was 165 – 225.  Four persons accepted Christ and there were multiple prayer requests.
