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Ministry Objectives:
· Assist inmates in identifying destructive behaviors

· Provide processes to break the patterns

· Encourage inmates to initiate processes to assist in preparation for reintegration into society

· Focus on biblical principles

Methodology:
· Presented Biblically based seminar on breaking stronghold – entitled “Selecting The Easy Yoke”.

· Seminars presented to inmates of the Female Prison in Pretoria South Africa.

· A total of 86 inmates participated.  

· Each session was three hours.

· Our host was Pastor Douw Grobler, Executive Director Prison Fellowship South Africa.

· Presenter/facilitator:  Dr. Brenda Simuel Jackson

· Outcome:  Positive Feedback, Acknowledgement of identification of strongholds to be broken, commitment to change, acknowledgment of Jesus Christ in their lives.

· Open invitation to return with another series.
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Ministry:
BSJ Christian Seminars, Inc. donated $300.00 for prison ministry in Pretoria, with an emphasis in the area of restorative justice.  $250.00 was also provided to assist in transportation cost of travel to and from the prison for Dr. Jackson.

The mission group, “Pants for Christ”’ a Pretoria based outreach mission group encouraged to implement prison ministry as a part of Prison Fellowship.

There are six facilities in Pretoria, servicing 10,000 inmates.  There are 210 Spiritual Care workers,  There was a meeting with Mr. Clive Monarcks, Board member, and a Director with Correction Services, regarding the needs of the prisoners for rehabilitation.  Also met with the Chaplain of the six facilities.

A tour of the prison museum, demonstrating the various methods of  prisoner control, and different methods of bringing illegal substances into the prison ended the ministry visitation.

The next international prison ministry is projected for August, 2010, Kumasi, Ghana.
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
